The Town Hall

The Town Hall is located in the eastern side of the square. In Middle Ages was originally located on the other place but maybe after fire was moved to current place. For 2 centuries was used as a wine bar. Town hall was rebuilt more than 6 times. The building was added to the list of the national cultural sights in 1961.
Caraffa´s Prison

Caraffa´s Prison is late-gothic building from beginning of the 16th century. Prison was built in 1503- 1509, than used as wine bar, town arsenal, storehouse of gauges and scales. Victims of Caraffa´s killing have never been tortured here. From beginning of the 20th century to WW2 was prison used as an archive, now it is used as an archive again.
The Museum Of Wines

The Museum Of Wines is situated in the centre of Prešov, in an underground cellars of the Town Hall. In 1993 was reconstructed and now you can see vintner's tools, degust quality wine from Slovakia, Morava and Czech. Everyone will find something interesting inside if he is interested in wine.
Bosak´s bank

Bosak´s bank was built in 1924 in secessional style. You can see covered cupolas at the corners. In Levočská Street you can se sculptures of four seasons, and under it relief of steam-ship, steam locomotive and air-plane. Building was named after Michal Bosak, who came from Okrúhle. He was one of prominent bankers in the USA. His sign is on 10$ note. Bosak established American-Slovak bank in Bratislava and one of the branches was in Prešov.

Sculptural Group of Immaculata

Sculptural Group of Immaculata is situated in the north side of square. It is wrongly named by citizens as Trinity. On this place was in 1687 scaffold of Prešov´s court. Jesuits built this sculpture maybe because they wanted to forget what was there before. It was reconstructed in 1967 and again in 1997.

Neptun´s Fountain

Neptun´s Fountain is only preserved original city water tank. Before build was used as reservoir of supply water for citizens. Sculpture was built by Jewish trader because the city gave him permission to trade and live in Prešov. Author of sculpture is sculptor Vincent Staviarsky (1784-1847).
